Report of the Architectural Committee:

Report of the Communications Committee:

The schedule will be written for the 2011 meetings.  The annual meeting announcement will go out in October.
Report of the Landscape Committee:
POND MAINTENANCE:  Mike Ryan states that the pond looks great.  Restoration of the pond walls must be considered when writing the 2011 budget.
ENHANCEMENTS:  The budget allows $14,475 for enhancements in 2010 and we have spent $10,000.  This includes flowers, watering, compost, pruning, and insect treatments.  One tree will be moved from the central walkway to the Donnelley alley and will be replaced with an Asian Lilac.  We are also planting shrubs at the both ends of the Marseilles alley.  James Martin will plant 550 bulbs for free.  John Johnsen state that there is a sensor blocked at a house on the corner and the light are on 24/7.  It was discovered that the tree will need to be trimmed back to allow the sensor to work correctly.  John Johnsen will talk to the homeowners.

John Johnsen states that there are currently five homeowners that are past due from July.  The income for the association is on target and the expenses are under budget.  There are funds in the reserves for snow removal for 2010 but may not be sufficient if we get another year of higher than normal snow events which has been a problem over the last three winters.
Motion to accept the August 2010 treasurers report by Allan Woodrow, seconded by Susan Finerty, all in favor.  Motion passed.  Treasurer’s report approved.

PROPOSALS FOR LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE & SNOW REMOVAL:  Mike Ryan presented three proposals for landscape maintenance and snow removal.  Mike Ryan informed the board members that he had negotiated pricing through 2014 with James Martin.  Snow removal from 2011 through 2014 will be a set price of $10,915.00.  Landscape maintenance for 2011 will be $32,820.00.  From 2012 through 2014, the cost will be $34,788.00 a year.  Motion by John Johnsen to accept the extended contact with James Martin, seconded by Allan Woodrow, Eric Patt requests that a 30 day cancellation clause is added to the contract, all in favor pending the addition, motion carries.  The board states they appreciate the hard work that Mike Ryan has contributed on the landscape concerns.
2011 BUDGET:  The board is currently working on the 2011 budget to have mailed and ready for approval at the November board meeting.  The removal and replacement of the alleys will be taken into consideration when completing the budget. 
REVISED RULES:  The board is currently working revising the rules of the association.  We would like to have them ready for approval at the November meeting.
